What is the purpose of this grant program?
· To provide up to $5,000 in support for individual artists to improve their skills or create folk art projects.
· Artists may apply for skills-building activities, including structured courses, workshops, trainings, and unique internship programs that directly relate to folk art.
· Artists may also apply for specialized equipment or contracted services to complete a project or advance their careers in the folk and traditional arts. 
Who may apply to this program? 
· Any artist, artisan, or craftsperson who is:
· 18 years old
· A U.S. citizen
· A legal resident of West Virginia
· Submitted all final reports in conjunction with previous WVCA/WVDACH Arts grants 

What are some examples of eligible expenses?
· Fees associated with an exceptional opportunity for advanced study with a significant master or mentor (outside of a classroom setting and not related to any degree program)
· Travel expenses associated with an imminent, specific professional artistic opportunity, conference, seminar or workshop
· Tuition or registration fees for conferences, seminars, workshops, and residency programs 
· Materials and equipment to complete work for a scheduled gallery exhibition, performance, publication or unique artistic opportunity that will significantly advance an artist’s career

What funding amounts are available?

· Applicants may request up to 75% of project costs, not to exceed $5,000.
Does this grant require matching funds?

· Yes, applicants must provide a minimum of 25% cash match of total project costs 
How will my application be evaluated?
· A panel of WVCA members and staff will review your application. 

· Applications will be scored based on the attached rubric.

· Funding will be awarded based on application scores and available funds.
How do I apply to this grant program?

· Complete the application and submit through email.

· Submit work samples as described below:

· Media Arts: One 10-minute sample of excerpts from chosen work.
· Performing Arts: One 10-minute sample of excerpts from up to five complete works.
· Visual Art: Five digital images of current and representative works. 
· Writing – Nonfiction/Fiction: Up to 15 pages of one recent work or a selection of chapters from a larger work or series of small essays.
· Writing – Musical Theatre: One copy of the score and an audio sample.
· Writing – Playwriting or Screenplays: One complete play or two complete one-act plays.
· Writing – Poetry: Up to 15 pages of poetry.

Are there reporting requirements for this grant?
· Yes. Grant recipients must file a final report by July 30, 2022. 

· Save all applicable documentation of expenses for the final report.
