In all cases, where a student attending a recitation, is
not prepared to recite. it is his, or h#r, duty to make it known
before the commencement of the exercise, to the Teacher who
conducts it. Should he or she fail to do so, he cannot after-
wards be excused on the lesson.

19th. Such excuses as the following are deemed inadmissible,
viz: Not hearing the bell ; not being able to prepare the lesson ;
being out late the preceding evening ; writing letters, or prepar-
ing School or Society exercises ; mislaying books or articles of ap-
parel; interruption by students or other visitors. If any of
these excuses are ever admitted, it must be beforehand, and
from some peculiarity in the circumstances of the case: and in
general an excuse is not to be received after an absence, when the stu
dent might have applied beforehand for leave of absence, even though
the excuse in itself be sufficient.

DUTIES OF EXCEUTIVE COMMITTEE.
