HMISTORY AND PRESENT CONDITION,

| Early in the year 1867, John Storer, Esq., n worthy and philanthropic |
citizen of Sanford, Me., made a proposition to Rev. Dr. Cheney, Presi-
dent of Bates College, that he would give ten thousand dollars to found
a school which might eventually become a Colloge, to be located in one
of the Southern States, at which youth could be oducated without dis- |
tinetion of race or color; provided, that the friends of the colored people

in the Free Baptist denominstion would ralso an equal amount previons |
| to the 1st of January, 1863, The proposition was acoepted and the terms |
| were met, and quite a sum of money was raised in addition. Harper'iJ

3 | Ferey, West Virginia, a place situnted at the junction of the Potomae |
7 and Shenandoah rivers, on the line of the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad,

and noted for Its beautiful scenery, healthy elimnte, nnd a2 point of
much historic interest, was solocted for its looation. A large tract of
land known as the Sinallwood furm was purchased, a portion ot which
was designed as a cito for the erection of’ Colloge buildings. A Normal
School was opened in Oct., 1868, and the same hns been continued in
successful operation with & constantly Increasing patronage until the
present time. In the meantime, a charter granting full College powers
has boen obtained from the Legislature of West Virginia, the general
government has made donations in money and baildings, the Iatter of
which ave duite suflicient to meet the present wants of the School, and
philanthropic gentiemen residing in various parts of the country have
taken a deep interest in its welfare,

THE PROVERTY AND SALE OF FARM.

The property of the institution in land and buildings is estimated at
from forty to sixty thousand dollars. Only a portion of this property
belng intorest-bearing, the Corporation Is still in neod of funds to main-
tain & competont Board of Instruction, to aid indigeat students, and to
prosecate successfully its plans lor the future. An appeal Is made to the
benevolent public in its beball.

For various reasons, among which is a desire to encourage the settle-
ment of the friends of the School in its immediate vicinity, the farm
rolorred to above has been offered tor sale, with the exception of twenty-
live acres, reserved for a cite of future College buildings. Should the
government property at Harpor's Forry, now offéred for sale, full into
the hands of some enterprising manufacturing company, this would af-
ford s rare opportunity for investment. )
' LIBRARY. \

In accordanco with the wishes of the late Mr. Storer, for whom the
College is named, his heirs huve given one thousand dollars to lay the
foundution of a library. A little more than hall' of this sum has been
already expended. Previous to his death, Mr. Storer secured to the In- |
stitution nn annual grant of sixty doliars’ worth of bhooks from the pub- |
lications of the American Tract Society, Boston. Other friends have
also made donations in books, From all these sources there nre now
about six hundred volumes of choice selections upon the shelves. Other
donations from the friends of the School are earnestly solicited.

FUTURE PLANS.

As already stated it is the design that this Institution shall ultimately
|| become a College, and to this end, a sharter granting full College pow-
ers has been obtained, It will, however, be run for the presont ns a
Normal School or Academy, as it Is believed that in this way it will best
moot the wants of the colored people for whose benofit it is especially ||
designed. But it is fondly anticipated that at no very distant cﬂ:n‘, the
facilities for Instruction will be more ample, the Course of Study en-
larged, the number of students greatly increased, and that many will be
receiving collegiate Instruction, And thus it is hoped that the Institution
may become @ blessing, not only to the colored race, but to tho whole
South, The work has been undertaken with a firm determination to
prosecuto it to its completion, and it has been thus far attended with the
blessing of God in a marked manner, May he raise up other Storers
who shall assist in this noble enterprise for the benefit of all, without
distinction of race or color.
